Mayor Bishop opened the public hearing at 7:41p.m.

Ron Emery, 325 Bay Street, Davison, MI:  State from what he has read in the plan and in the paper that the DDA and Council are moving forward.  He stressed that infrastructure underneath Main Street has got to be done.  We don’t want to have to do it because of problems 3 to 6 months after the project is complete.  He commended past staff, council and current staff for continued support and effort with this project.  I hope we have a good outcome. 
Dave Larson, 225 N. Main Street, Davison, MI:  A long hard battle was fought, we lost the battle.  The canopies divided the businesses and the community and we need to move on.  I am supportive in moving forward with doing something downtown.  We need to heal wounds and move forward.  The east side of the street used matching funds, grant monies from the DDA and Genesee County.  I am very supportive in doing something to the west side.  I would like to move on and get them down, however to do that without getting additional money or funding would be difficult.   The project needs to go well beyond that.  We need grant monies on the west side of the street to be able to complete the renovation of the buildings.  He owns a lot of linear footage and doesn’t think that he can do it alone without the additional grant money in this economy.  He is challenging the city manager, and the DDA to find grant monies.  Don’t leave it to the business owners to do after they are taken down and just have patch work done.
Pat Stetson, 724 Baywood Lane, Davison, MI:  The DDA has committed $110,000 for the removal of the canopies and the repairs of facades, but not the revilization of the store fronts.  James Cowan is working on grant applications.  The Mott Foundation grant was done for the east side of the street and we can possibly go back to them for additional grant funding for the west side.  There is a new cooperation between the DDA, Council and merchants.  The DDA also has a new committee structure done.  This committee structure is based of the Michigan Main Street structure and they will help with grants as well.   The DDA are also talking to the Chamber for help.  We want to promote the entire community.  We have a special meeting on Wednesday to discuss committee structure and move forward.  For those that didn’t get on the DDA that have applied, we would love to have them join a committee and help us to move forward.  
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Doug Gilmore, 208 N. Main St, Davison, MI:  He was fortune to be the first one to have the canopy removed.  It looks a lot better.  He hopes that the City will continue with the removal of them and he agreed with Mr. Larson that we need to find grant monies to help.  He feels that it’s only fair and if not for this year maybe next year.   He would like to get the downtown in a good common look and fashion.
