MILL STREET DEPOSITION

It can be made one way, close it down, make right turn only or keep the same.  Since development can drive what happens to the intersection, it was determined to have Mr. Hart do an interim fix of a right turn only from Mill Street onto M-15 at council’s request until a later time.  Staff will also get a legal opinion on what steps need to be taken if Mill Street is to be vacated and then donated to the adjoining property owner.
