TOWNSHIP SEWER PROPOSAL
Randy Stewart of Davison Township gave an overview of the Township’s issues and research study they have conducted to look at ways to improve and make changes to their sewer system.  Some of the options could include the City’s sewer system.  City officials feel that we have a lot of work to do in regards to our own system and the consideration of moving forward would take a lot more time. Option consideration could take 18-24 months at the earliest.
