MOTION 204-12 BOND COUNCIL MAIN STREET WATER MAIN RESOLUTION 2012-21
Motion by Mr. Fabian, and seconded by Ms. Snyder to approve Bond Council Main Street Water Main Resolution 2012-21 as presented.  Motion carried.

MOTION 205-12 DAVISON TOWNSHIP SEWER STUDY
Motion by Mr. Hammond, and seconded by Mr. Martin that there be no further talks with Davison Township concerning our sewer system until the Council has had a formal presentation by members of the City management and staff that were involved in discussion and analyses with the Township concerning the desired expansion of their sewer system to facilitate commercial development in he northeast quadrant of the township, and until Davison Township personnel, elected or staff or both, come before Council and make a formal presentation concerning what park they think the City’s sewer system may play in their plans for expansion of their sewer system, and until City management has had sufficient time to determine the current problems of our sewer system, evaluate those problems, find solutions to those problems, and correct those problems, such time not to exceed twenty-four (24) months from the passage of this motion.  Motion denied by roll call vote.  Hammond and Martin yes, Snyder, Abernathy, Fabian, Peppin, and Mayor no.    
MOTION 206-12 DAVISON TOWNSHIP SEWER STUDY

Motion by Mr. Abernathy, and seconded by Mr. Peppin that the Mayor appoint a committee of up to 3 members from the City with one of the 3 members to be the City Manager, to meet with Davison Township representatives for the purpose of discussion of the Spicer Group report dated June 11, 2012 in regards to the findings in the evaluation of sewer services between the City of Davison and Davison Township and to make periodic reports back to the City Council.  Motion carried by roll call vote.  Snyder, Abernathy, Peppin, and Mayor yes, Hammond, Martin and Fabian no. 
Members of the sewer committee will be Ms. Snyder, Mr. Fabian, and City Manager Hart.  This committee will dissolve December 1, 2014.
