Work has been completed on this project and the Final Pay Application has been processed to
close out the project.

Lapeer Street Lift Station:

The project has minor punch list items left to complete. The station is fully in service and
working well.

The work has been completed and the general plan documents have been submitted to the MDEQ
for review and approval.

Other As-Needed Contract Updates:
Main/Flint Intersection:

We prepared a schematic to adjust the pavement markings between M-15 and Main Street to
alleviate some potential issues with the left turn movements into the Kroger complex and to make
it clearer that the eastbound bike lane is not for vehicular traffic. This work is listed in the CIP
for completion in the next fiscal year. (Vo Change)

M-15/Kroger Plaza Turning Movements:

No action has taken place.

ROWE met with city staff to discuss guidelines and the process for permitting work within the
city Right of Ways.
